Worksheets ‘Healthcare_Prod_Comp_1’ and ‘Comp_2’ to ‘Comp_5’ are 

associated with the Healthcare Sector and the National Product Catalogue 

(NPC). The cells on the healthcare worksheets should only be populated if you 

are using GS1net for the purposes of the NPC and the data fields are applicable 

to your data set (refer figure 23). 

 
Healthcare products may have a maximum of five components (C1-C5) and five 

component details within worksheets ‘Comp_1’ to ‘Comp_5’. Each component 

will be represented on a separate worksheet within the Browser Template (refer 

figure 24). All healthcare worksheets are linked to the ‘ITEMô worksheet via the 

GTIN attribute. For more information on the NPC for healthcare, please refer to 

the NPC Supplier User Guide.

The Action Code header is the first column within the ‘ITEM’ and ‘PRICE’ 

worksheets.  Action codes instruct GS1net how to process uploaded records.

The ADD code is used to add new Item and or Price 

records for the first time to GS1net.

Introduction 

 

The GS1net Browser Template (BT) is an entry level manual data loading tool 

that suppliers may elect to use to load and maintain the National Product 

Catalogue (hosted on GS1net).  A number of Australia’s state and territory health 

jurisdictions are requesting that suppliers now submit data for tenders in the BT 

format.  This request ensures that suppliers already populating the National 

Product Catalogue (NPC) can download the data they have loaded to the NPC 

into a Data Delimited File (DDF), read this into the BT, make any required data 

modifications required for tender submission and submit their tender data in the 

BT format.  This saves significant effort in tender data collection.  For suppliers 

yet to populate the NPC, use of the BT not only standardises the tender 

submission format across jurisdictions, but also helps them ready their data for 

NPC loading (which occurs post contract award, but prior to contract start). 
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Funded by the National eHealth Transition Authority (NEHTA), the BT has 

recently been developed to enable creation of a ‘Health Submission’ or 

‘Evaluation Spreadsheet’. 

 

These instructions are designed to provide the reader an overview of how to use 

the BT for tender submission, and should be read in conjunction with the other 

GS1net / NPC documentation referenced in this document. 

 

Accessing and Configuring the Browser Template 

 

1. Refer to the GS1 Australia web site at: 

http://www.gs1au.org/services/gs1net/technical to download and install 

the current version of the Browser Template (Configured for Healthcare).   

 

Note: The Health Submission functionality is available in Version 5.2 or later of the 

Browser Template.
